NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULEMAKING


Notice is hereby given that, pursuant to authority contained in the Game and Fish Code (Official Code of Georgia, Annotated, Sections 27-1-3, 27-1-4, 27-1-28, 27-2-31, and 27-3-19.1), the Board of Natural Resources proposes to amend Department of Natural Resources rules governing permit requirements for harvest and export of fresh-water turtles.  The proposed rules (copy attached), when adopted, will amend applicable rules of Chapter 391-4-16 pertaining to fresh-water turtles in the state of Georgia.

The purpose of these regulations is to manage Georgia’s wildlife resources according to sound principles of wildlife management, to meet public objectives for use of renewable natural resources, and to manage administrative functions of the department.
