Tuesday, January 1% — “First Day Hike” — 10:00 a.m. — 11:00 a.m. Join State Parks nationwide and participate in
your local First Day Hike on one of Northeast Georgia’s newest trail! The new Helen to Hardman Heritage Trail is
approximately one mile long (2 miles round trip) and is entirely ADA accessible. This trail is child, bike and pet
friendly and meanders along the upper Chattahoochee River past historic Nora Mills Granary and into the
southern end of Helen. This event is free.
